Mr. William Bowman with Land Use Ecological Services, Inc. gave a presentation 
regarding the Central Pine Barrens Commission Ecological Services Restoration for 
NYSDEC Eastport Conservation Area/Suffolk County Pine Meadows County Park 
Grasslands project.

A. Proposed Implementation of a Suffolk County Regional Bike Share Pilot 
Program 
 
Jonathan Keyes, Director of Downtown & TOD, Suffolk County Department of 
Economic Development and Planning gave a presentation on the implementation of 
a Suffolk County Regional Bike Share Pilot Program.  The pilot bike share program 
is proposed to include approximately 150-200 bikes and the installation of 12-15 
bikeshare stations around Suffolk County.  The proposed bikeshare stations will 
vary in size but in general will have a minimal footprint and be located in non-
environmentally sensitive areas.  The proposed pilot program will include a 
smartphone app that will be made available to help facilitate short-term bike rental.
